Dear sisters and brothers 

I  was talking to 
someone who knows 
about these things 

who told me that the 
water companies are 
moving quietly into 
drought mode. There has 
been a significant 
shortage of rain since 
Christmas. Those who 
are keen gardeners will 
have been wondering 
whether it is too early to 
start playing the hose 
over the garden 
(answer: if itís for food, 
yes; flowers and lawns, 
no, in my book). 
 

A shortage of drenching 
is an image we catch in 
the Bible. There, the 
shortage relates to a 
drenching of the Holy 
Spirit or of a ìhearing of 
the word of the Lordî. In 
other words, the drought 
is a spiritual drought. 
When it appears in the 
scriptures, it does so in 
the context of people 
forgetting the things of 
God. Often, the pressing 
needs of the moment, 
the fear of invasion, 
concern about peace, 
security or food, have 
distracted people and 
encouraged them to go 
and look for their own 
solutions without 
spending time with God, 
aligning their investment 
of energy to his vision. 
 

In this month of May we 
will be looking at the 

way God does drench his 
people with the 
necessary gifts of the 
Spirit for the ministry he 
is calling us to. You will 
find in this edition of the 
Spire some stories by 
people in our own 
diocese about the way 
God has taken and 
deployed them as 
Readers, Pastoral 
Workers and the 
Ordained. God still 
speaks, calls, equips and 
sends out people into his 
vineyard.  
 

We all have a role here. 
It may be the vital role 
of praying. It may be 
that God is whispering 
his particular vocation to 
you (as one of the 
above, or as parent, 
carer, worker, 
neighbour, or to a new 
role in the life of our 
parish) and you need to 
listen. It may be that 
God gives you a 
prophetic vocation, to 
tell another what God is 
calling them to. Let us all 
play our part in seeking 
a drenching, an 
anointing, by the Holy 
Spirit. 
 

May brings with it the 
latter parts of the 
journey through 
Eastertide. We celebrate 
the Ascension on 
Thursday 21st May with 
a Sung Eucharist at  
8 pm. On 31st May we 

rejoice in the Holy Spirit 
at Pentecost with 
celebrations of the 
Eucharist at both 
Churches and with an 
open air service at 
Worthington Park at  
3 pm. We hope you can 
join us. 
 

In the March edition of 
the Spire there was 
some advance notice 
that we would be adding 
an additional 
Wednesday evening 
service at 8 pm. Penny 
Cunliffe has kindly 
offered to continue 
ìPrayer and Silenceî, the 
Taizé Services will be 
part of the mix and once 
a month there will be a 
ìteaching slotî when we 
will grapple with some of 
the issues of the day.

Visranthi Womenís Aid and Counselling Centre 
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Our giving in 2009 

T his month our 
regular 
feature on 

the missions and 
charities we give to 
as a parish 
highlights the work 
of the Visranthi 
Womenís Aid and 
Counselling Centre. 
 

In 1999 Renu Babu 
along with two other 
women travelled to 
our Diocese through 
CMS to help with the 
Parish Refuge project. 
Over six months these 
women helped three 
local churches to make 
meaningful and effective 
links with their local 
womenís refuge. Renu 
was so impressed with 
the work of the refuge 
supporting women 
fleeing domestic violence 
that she vowed that on 
her return to Kottayam 
in Kerala, South India, 
she would set up a place 
of refuge and centre for 
women in her town. By 
2001 Renu, along with 
the support of her 
Bishop and a group of 
trustees, had opened a 
daily outreach centre 
near the family court. By 
2006 Visranthi opened a 
town centre office. But 
what does Visranthi do? 
 

It helps women and 
children who experience 

domestic abuse by 
offering a service that :  
★ Strengthens and 

supports women to 
identify options and 
to help make 
decisions for 
themselves. 

★ Provides safe 
accommodation. 

★ Listens to women, 
counsels and offers 
access to legal 
advice. 

★ Provides practical 
support for example 
medicines, food and 
clothes.  

★ Raises awareness 
about domestic abuse 
through presentations 
and training including 
pre marriage 
programmes. 

★ Offers long term 
support including 
opportunities for skills 
training and income 
generation activities 
for example making 

artificial flowers, 
candle making and 
book binding. 
 

In 2005 effective 
sewing training (in 
partnership with an 
NGO) was given to 20 
women. Sewing 
machines were 
bought for the bag 
stitching project. The 
most recent success 
is a project making 
sanitary napkins 

which the women sell to 
other women, hospitals 
etc. Women now control 
this venture themselves. 
 

Over 300 women are 
helped each year and 
approximately 20 
women use the 
accommodation. 
 

We were privileged to 
welcome Renu to our 
church in October 2006. 
Two members of our 
congregation belong to a 
diocesan link group who 
support Visranthi by 
praying, raising money 
and contacting Renu 
monthly. This means 
that we get regular news 
of activities and issues.  
 

Please pray for Renu, 
the staff and women and 
their families facing very 
difficult situations.
