isagreement has
D always been part

of the religious
life. The bible is full of
conflicting statements
and, with sufficient
ingenuity in picking
some verses, you can
argue for the godliness
of almost any point of
view.

We see this, in Christian
thinking, most often
about the meaning of
the Cross. What
precisely happened there
and what does it mean
now? Was it a place of
punishment, a great
victory over death, an
example to others? Pick
your verses and argue
your corner.

This month | am off to
meet a couple of young
people. These are part of
the group who, way back
in November last year,
broke the windows of St
Francis. The reason for
my meeting them is
that it is part of the
Restorative Justice
process that flows
from the court
system. Those guilty
of crime not only
pay the fine, do
community service
or have their
freedom inhibited by
curfew, exclusion or
prison but, where
appropriate and
after preparation,

meet the victim of their
crime, to explain why
they did it, to listen to
what it felt like being the
victim and to apologise.
This is called Restorative
Justice.

What has this to do with
the Cross? One of the
ideas used in the New
Testament about the
work of Jesus is that of
reconciliation. Jesusi life,
death and resurrection
reconnects or reconciles
heaven and earth,
creation and Creator,

humanity and the Divine.

That reconciliation was
only possible through
Godis presence on earth
in person, God being
face to face with the
disordered world.
Reconciliation is a
personal encounter, not
a theory or process.

It is in the personal
encounter that
reconciliation occurs. At

that point, the offender
becomes a real human,
with a back story; the
victim similarly someone
with more than simply a
broken window (or a
broken into house). Face
to face encounters are
costly but they make all
the difference.
Restorative Justice
reduces the chances of
the offender committing
another crime and, if he/
she does, it is likely to
be much less serious.
Reconciliation is not just
a itheologicalt abstract
idea; it is a real initiative
that makes a difference
to our world.

This month | have the
privilege, too, of taking
some of our
congregation off to a
Confirmation Service.
You will find information
about this elsewhere.
Please pray for them and
for yourselves that, in
Christ, we may give
witness to the grace
of Christ at work in
our lives. We are
called to be
reconcilers, bringers
of hope, peace and
joy in our world.
