the youngsters who
broke St Francisi
windows. Here is some
feedback

I met three of them (the
Youth Offending Team
decided that two others
were not suitable for
restorative justice). |
met them separately,
each time with a parent,
two volunteers who were
journeying with them
through the Court
process and a member
of the Youth Offending
Team (YOT). Each time it
was at a venue away
from Budworth Road.

The process was led by
the YOT staff.
Interestingly, after an
initial invitation to the
offender to describe
what happened, we
moved away from ifactsT
into the realm of
ifeelingsT. iHow do you
think the congregation
felt? / What would the
neighbours feel?T and so
on.

It is always tempting to
ask T\Why?T Why did you
break the windows? | am
not sure that these
young people could tell
me or anyone else why.

I am not sure that
rational thought fills
much of our waking

hours for many of us so
it would not be
appropriate to demand it
of others.

By asking about feelings
the process required not
rational thought but
imagination. One of my
favourite quotes comes
from iTo kill a mocking
birdT where Atticus says
iYou never really
understand a person
until you consider things
from his point of view -
until you climb into his
skin and walk around in
itT. This is what this
process is about. For
many of us but perhaps
particularly for
teenagers, seeing the
world from any point
other than our own is
incredibly demanding.

So what was the
outcome?

The young people
listened to my take on
the incident. | can report
that there was a real
sense of connection. |
listened to their attempt
to find words that
echoed our own feelings.
At that level, | think the
process was a success.

I was given an
opportunity to have my
say. So | said something
like this. That all of us
make mistakes. Most of
us get away with it, most
of the time. But

sometimes we donit and
sometimes we shouldnit.
As a Christian | believe
in hope and | believe
that God wants us to
know that we do not
have to carry the burden
of our past when we hold
up our hands and admit
our guilt. | said we call
that confession and that
the good news is that
Godis response to us is
that he forgives us. (The
youngsters had each
said sorry before this.) If
God forgives, so must I.

| went on to say that we
live in a small
community in Sale Moor.
We will bump into each
other again. Confession
and forgiveness mean
that there is a new start
and there is hope. That
meeting again will be
OK, without
recrimination.

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This month our regular feature on
the missions and charities we
support as a parish highlights
the work of the Church Urban Fund.

CUF was set up as a direct result of
the Faith in the City report of 1985.
You might remember the controversy
over this report between the Church of
England and the government. The
Archbishop of Canterbury established
a commission éto examine the
strengths, insights, problems and
needs of the Churchis life and mission
in Urban Priority Areasi. And what did
they find? ¢éiWe have three problems,T
a Councillor in the North East told us;
ipoverty, poverty and povertyi. Of
course this is not poverty, as it is
experienced in parts of the developing
world... But many residents in Urban
Priority Areas are deprived of what the
rest of society regard as the essential
minimum for a decent life.i

Do you remember Target 650 in
1986/7? We were asked to raise
money for CUF and our parish had a
pancake day at the Vicarage. It was
the first of many.

CUF then, aims to bring about lasting,
positive change in the lives of people
on the margins of society through its
grants to local churches and
organisations in the hardest hit areas
across England.

CUF and Chester Diocese
126 grants totalling £1.26 million have
been given to churches and projects in
our diocese since 1988. Many
churches have used the funding to
address local needs whilst others have
attempted to address wider issues of

homelessness, substance .
misuse and health. Most grants have
helped with salary costs whilst some
grants have helped to open up church
buildings for wider community use.

For example, St Lukeis Church in
Brinnington, Stockport, received a
capital grant to make their Parish
Centre fit for the purpose of serving
their local community and then they
were awarded funding to employ a
Centre Coordinator. Nearly 700 people
use their Centre each week. Local
residents benefit from a huge range of
services which include a twice weekly
café with second hand furniture and
equipment, a fruit and veg stall and
until recently a credit union. The
church has a real heart for its
community and a desire for all to feel
welcomed and included.

The Diocese and CUF are currently
working together on a Challenging
Poverty Campaign focusing upon the
churchis mission response to poverty,
celebrating the work of church
projects like St Lukeis and raising
funds for CUF to carry on its vital
work.

Four Challenging Poverty events are
taking place across the diocese. The
next one is at St Lukeis Parish Centre
in Brinnington on 1°* September.
Bishop Keith is inviting two people
from each parish to attend one of the
events. Are we signed up yet?

We give thanks for the work of the
Church Urban Fund in targeting funds
to help tackle poverty and its effects.
