Certainly, looking at the
diary here, | see a swell
of excitement on the
horizon. So this letter
simply is one of alerting
you to what is coming in
the next month or so.

Life in Christ Last
month there was
advanced notice of a
Spiritual Retreat for the
whole Parish beginning
on Thursday 24
September. This will
take the form of a light
meal, watching a DVD
and then talking about
what we heard and our
response to it. Churches
can be known for idoingT
all sorts of things.
Christians can be very
busy people. This is an
invitation to each of us
to spend a couple of
hours refreshing and re-
centring the soul.

The idea is very simple.

You
identify a friend (one
who used to go to
church, here or
elsewhere - or possibly
has no real church
connection). Pray for
yourself and for them.
Invite them. On the day,

pick them up and bring
them with you. And
then, after the service,
accompany them to the
Church Hall for posh
coffee and cake. See
elsewhere for the
services.

Healing. Before | went
off to University | spent
some time in a home for
adults with learning
disabilities. My life, on
and off, has engaged
with health, as a nurse
and a hospital chaplain.
When we look at the
Gospels, Jesus was
intensely pulled to those
with health issues. He
sent out his disciples
with the command to
ipreach and to heal?. In
Church we often
marginalise the healing
bit, limiting it to
intercession and sick
visiting. In doing this, we
are ignoring the call of
Christ to minister healing
to others in his name.
During September we
shall be exploring
healing as a theme in
Church and in October,
on St Lukeis day (18"
Oct - he is a Patron Saint
of Doctors) we shall be
offering healing in our
main Eucharist.

Confirmation classes.
It has been my privilege
to attend a number of
confirmation services.
There is always one

phrase that sets my
heart tingling. Are you
ready with your own
mouth and from your
own heart to affirm your
faith in Jesus Christ?

This great sense of
ownership, of personal
belief, impacts my soul. |
always quietly ask this
question of myself. Am |
ready? Well, for those
who are not Confirmed
and would like to be, we
will be running a series
of classes in Autumn. We
will begin on 5%
October. If you would
like to join us please let
Julian know.

Weddings and
Baptism. You might
have picked up that the
Church of England is now
offering a service that
combines wedding and
baptism. Two things to
note about this. In my
own ministry | think I
have married only two
couples who were not
actually living together
before the marriage.
That is a cultural change
which the present
service does not handle
well. Secondly, the main
point of the initiative is
not about combining the
two (which they say is a
tad too complicated and
likely to detract from
