Dear sisters and brothers 

B ob Dylan wrote a 
song with the title 
ìThe Times they 

are a-changiníî (1964). 
He was referring, of 
course, to the upheaval 
of the 1960s and the 
impact that was having 
in all areas of life. 
 

Well, the times they are 
a-changiní here in our 
parish for our morning 
worship. You will find the 
new times opposite. But 
changing the times of 
the services, a bit like 
fiddling with deck chairs 
on the Titanic, will not 
help our Christian 
response to the changing 
world. Altering the times 
will enable secure 
priestly cover for our 
sacramental worship for 
those times when our 
staff is reduced.  
 

Meeting the challenge of 
changing times, in 
evolving our ministry, 
needs a response 
somewhat more 
complicated and complex 
than nudging the start 
and end of worship. As a 
parish, we are 
committed to evolving 
our ministry. The 
Diocese has asked every 
parish to use a process 
called Growth Action 
Planning (GAP) Alan 
Ward is taking the lead 
here. For more about 
this, and the part you 
can play in envisioning 

our future with Christ, 
see page 4.  
 

When we look at our life 
together, among the 
important balances we 
need to strike is that 
between prayer and 
play, self and others. 
God calls Christians to 
worship, to serve and to 
create community. The 
way we phrase that in 
our parish is to say that 
we seek companionship 
with God, with each 
other and with those we 
meet along the way. So 
here are three practical 
and visible expressions 
of that vision in our 
parish this month. 
 

On 18th October we will 
be offering the ministry 
of healing at St Anneís 
as part of the Sung 
Eucharist.

God heals. We are 
invited to bring our own 
or othersí need for 
healing to this service.

Through Bishop Willie 
and former curate Martin 
Cox, we have links with 
Melanesia. On 22nd 
October Bishop Willie is 
coming to talk about 
Christian life in 
Melanesia and we will be 
fund raising for a project 
to grow rice in the Island 
and Diocese of Ysabel.

ìR ice farming 
has not been 
our traditional 

custom, but as our 
young people like to eat 
more rice and it can be 
grown locally, I began to 
encourage our 
Vocational Training 
Centres to grow their 
own rice for the 
studentís consumption. 
It has proved successful, 
with the Garanga 
Vocational Training 
Centre growing rice 
themselves locally.  
 

Rice has been very 
expensive in the 
Solomon Islands. We 
import rice from 
Australia and Asia and 
the current price is 
almost $300.00 a 20 kg 

bag. Over the last four 
years the Government 
has imported 250 million  
dollars worth of rice 
alone. This is not much 
for rich countries, but for  
small island nations like 
ours this is quite a lot of 
money. 
When I became Bishop 
five years ago and met 
Rev. Martin Cox, who 
was then at St. Anneís 
with St Francisí, I asked 
him to support the 
establishment of a rice 
project so that we would 
be able to grow our own 
rice. Each year, for three 
years, St. Anneís was 
able to send a donation 
of £200. We used the 
money to purchase rice 
seeds for planting as 
well as insecticides. 

Communities have been 
encouraged to farm rice. 
The Diocese sets the 
example by leading rice 
farming. I have just 
visited the farm and one 
hectare is ready for 
harvesting this month. 
Everything is done by 
manual labour and it is 
real hard work. The 
money made so far has 
gone back to the project 
to sustain the people, 
who do not have school 
fees for their children. 
People who work on the 
farm are casual workers 
so we can help a lot of 
people. 
 

Because of the expense 
of importing rice, the 
current Government is 
encouraging people to 
grow rice locally and we 
are trying to do that, but 
the Diocese of Ysabel 
needs support to help us 
move the project 
forward. I would be very
