Dear sisters and brothers 

I  recently heard a 
talk by one of the 
writers I love to 

read. He read from his 
forth-coming 
autobiography, telling 
how he came to have the 
views he did, what 
influenced him in life, 
who were the significant 
people. He was telling 
his story. And we tell 
ours; our high points and 
low points, people and 
places. In life we need to 
mark these: birthdays, 
starting jobs, moving to 
new territory. November 
is a month of story 
telling, which actually 
makes sense as the 
nights draw in. It gives 
us a focus. 
 

As Christians our 
November stories begin 
with life and death; All 
Saints (on 1st) and All 
Souls (on 2nd). We tell of 
how and when our 
stories collided with 
Godís story. On 1 
November we observe 
All Saints Day in the 
morning Eucharists and 
then, in the evening, 
with families who are 
mourning, bring our own 
sadnesses before God at 
our All Souls Eve 
Service at 6 pm. 
 

Our own story is tied up 
with our nationís story. 
On 8 November we 
shall hold our 
Remembrance Day 

Service. With the 
change of time, the 
question of keeping the 
silence arises. We shall 
be doing this in both 
churches around 11 am - 
in a short Service of 
Remembrance at St 
Francisí after coffee and 
within the service at St 
Anneís. We shall, as 
usual, process to our 
War Memorial.  
 

When we tell our own 
stories, we include our 
deepest beliefs. We 
weave in our Christian 
journey and one of the 
ways we do this is to 
retell those moments 
when our faith took a 
step forward.  Many of 
us do not remember our 
baptism, but we do recall 
our Confirmation, our 
public step of faith. We 
have a Confirmation 
service jointly with St 
Paulís at that Church on 
Sunday 22 November 
at 6 pm. Please come 
and support our 

candidates. 
 

Story telling looks 
backward. Dreaming 
looks forward. If we 
have a story to tell, the 
ìweî includes our whole 
Parish. Similarly our 
dreaming can be about 
our Parish. At the end of 
the month a group from 
the Parish are going 
away to think about the 
future. This is part of the 
process called Growth 
Action Planning which 
the Diocese has called us 
to be part of. Please pray 
for a vision for our 
Church. 
 

At the end of the month 
we start our Christian 
story all over again as 
Advent starts on 29 
November. Story telling 
is a bit like this. We tell 
our own story again and 
again, trying to deepen 
our understanding of 
who we are and how we 
have become the people 
we are. In the same 
way, Advent invites us to 
start telling the Jesus 
story again, as we 
deepen our walk with 
our Lord.

What is Social Policy? In short social policy seeks 
ways of managing social problems or finding 
solutions to them. These solutions often need to 
be carried out by government, but we also have a 
role in making a difference both practically and by 
persuading governments to take action. 
 

Why is Mothersí Union involved in social policy? 
• Because we want to speak up for people who 

can not speak up for themselves. 
• Protect the rights of all who are helpless. 
• Protect the rights of the poor and the needy. 

 

How does Mothersí Union ëdoí Social Policy? 
Staff at MU monitor and carry out research into 
social policy issues and government proposals. 
They resource members to lobby governments, for 
example by meeting with governments 
representatives and lobbying governments 
attending the United Nations Commission on the 
Status of Women (UNCSW). Mothersí Union also 
adds the voice of its 3.6 million members to wider 
campaigns, such as Make Poverty History.
