T he Church | grew
up in was not very
liturgical. The
choir wore robes and
processed in and out in
the main service (Matins,
of course, mostly), the
Altar cloth changed
colours and that was
about it. Except,
strangely, for Advent
Sunday evening. On that
occasion the choir would
arrange themselves at
the back of church and
begin the Advent Carol
Service with the Matin
Responsory, that same
music our choir sings at
St Anneis each Sunday
in this season. | was
always wowed. This
service, this bit of extra
movement in Church,
flagged up to me that we
were in a special time of
the Churchis year (and
also, because | was
young, that Christmas
was coming).

Advent is a special time.
It is a time of serious
preparation and one
which many Christians
find hugely difficult to
keep. Not only do the
Christmas decorations
appear in the shops very
early but Churches,
including our own,
understandably
anticipate Christmas in
the services we offer.

So how can we keep
Advent? How can we use

this season to deepen
our sense of longing for
Christ to be born afresh
in our lives and in the
life and witness of our
Parish? Here are a few
suggestions.

Worship. Our Sunday
worship in this season
tends to be noisy and
active. How about
making the decision to
come to one of our other
regular weekday services
where peace and
reflection are an
important element?

Prayer. You will be
making lists of people to
send cards and presents
too. Why not take those
lists and, slowly and over
the weeks, pray for your
family and friends? Pray
that this Christmas the
reality of God may burst
afresh into their lives.

Lifestyle. Christmas
Shopping. Some of us
love it, others.. well, you
know. But how about
spending some time and
some money not on
people you know but in
deciding to buy a
present for those less
fortunate than
yourselves? Have a look
on the USPG or Christian

Aid web pages. And, for
yourself, how about
deciding to have a
meatless day each week
of Advent?

Mission and Ministry.
The statistics say that
Christmas Services are
the ones that people who
rarely come to Church
most easily identify with.
We will have some flyers
advertising our services.
Part of your mission
activity this Advent could
be to drop these through
your neighbours door.

And what of those
Christmas services we
offer so early? You will
find them on page 2. Do
come along, do bring
your family, friends and
neighbours. Use them to
speak to you of the birth
of our Saviour and listen
to Godis invitation to you
to experience that for
yourself.

Let us, this Advent, hear
the Lord, and as we
await the celebration of
his birth, prepare our
souls for his coming.
