Dear sisters and brothers 

A happy New 
Year to you 
too. Itís 

what we say. Itís 
what we mean. 
Though, if we are 
frank, itís a bit 
vague. What does 
ìhappyî mean? And 
why do we make a 
fuss of a ìNew 
Yearî?  
 

The reality is that 
we are in hard 
times. Listen to the 
financial outlook 
and there are echoes of 
the early 1990s or the 
early to mid 1980s or 
the 70s or 30s. We will 
have to recalibrate what 
we mean by ìhappinessî. 
It no longer means 
buying lots of stuff. 
 

The biblical word that 
most closely translates 
to happiness is also 
translated ìblessedî. If 
you try using that word 
instead what happens is 
that you find yourself 
unexpectedly involved in 
a theological 
conversation. Rather 
than wishing someone 
vague happiness (as 
opposed to sadness?) we 
find ourselves praying 
for them; ìGodís 
blessing on you into the 
futureî. 
 

Letís stay with this idea 
of blessing someone. We 
are saying that it would 

be rather a beautiful and 
desirable thing if our 
friend discovered God as 
their companion. And we 
are praying that their life 
might not just be bathed 
in the presence of God 
but transformed by that 
presence.  
 

As for the New Year bit, 
Christians might query 
when that starts (we 
would say Advent 
Sunday) but the reality 
is that for most of us the 
New Year is just a date 
and a period of time. 
 

So wishing someone a 
ìHappyî New Year, with 
Christian intent, is 
essentially saying ìMay 
your life be shot through 
with the Spirit of God 
from now on.î Itís quite 
a prayer. 
 

Our Parish is called to 
help people journey 

through life with a 
profound sense of 
Godís blessing. 
Sometimes we do 
this with fun and 
games, like at the 
Parish Party (9th 
January). 
Sometimes, through 
worship, we spell out 
our connection with 
God as we do when 
we renew our 
Covenant with God 
(3rd January). 
 

The trouble with the 
idea of ìBlessingî is that 
sometimes we can slip 
into the ìTakeî mindset 
rather than ìGiveî. 
Blessings are a two-way 
street. This month we 
begin our Giving in 
Grace initiative. 
Essentially we are invited 
to think about the way 
God has blessed us and 
challenged to think 
about our giving to the 
local Church. Happiness, 
we will discover, is about 
a change of mindset 
which involves sharing 
what blessings we have, 
including our financial 
ones, so that others can 
experience the blessing 
of God too.

T he Giving in Grace 
Initiative is about 
the kindness, the 

generosity and the love 
of God for each of us. 
We see this in the life of 
Jesus Christ. And, as 
disciples (learners/
followers) of Jesus, we 
seek to echo Jesusí 
teaching in our lives. 
That echoing includes 
our wallets. ìWhere your 
treasure is, there will be 
your heart also,î as 
Jesus said.  
 

So we are going to think 
together what it means 
to be Christian in the 
area of financial giving. 
From 10th January to 
14th February each 
Sunday will include a 
presentation on Christian 
Giving. Members of the 
congregation will receive 
a personal letter from 
the Church. We will have 
opportunity to see how 
our giving relates to our 
Parish Vision and the 
goals we have set for 
2010. We will be invited 
to pray. There will be a 
24 hour prayer event in 
Church from 9pm on 
Friday 15th January to 
9pm on Saturday 16th 
January.

as to how important our 
faith and our belonging 
to the Church is in our 
lives.

The time has come to 
move from words into 
action. Please make 
these services a priority. 
And bless you for the 
giving you do now.

A s I said in the 
December ìChoir 
Notesî our new 

hymn book has been in 
use for a year. This made 
me wonder about some 
facts and figures. 
 

There are 858 hymns in 
the book and we have sung 325 of 
them. Of this last number, 108 are 
what might be called ìmodern 
hymnsî or songs and of that 108, 58 
have been sung here for the first time 
ever. We have found some of these 
new ones to be really effective and as 
a result we have used them more 
than once. 
 

The Royal School of Church Music 
publishes lists of suitable hymns for 
each Sunday to link with the Liturgy 
of the Day, and much time is spent 
preparing a monthís list in advance 
from this source of information.  

 

We realise that not everyone can be 
pleased with all the hymns, every 
week, but we do hope that as we 
widen our musical styles we can all 
be brave enough to ìgive it a goî. 
The choir does its best to lead, and I 
could believe that if congregational 
participation had been measured on a 
graph over the last twelve months 
the line would certainly have climbed! 
Thank you for your efforts. 
 

The more observant members of the 
congregation may have noticed that 
we have gained a new tenor just 
before Christmas - Sam has moved 
across the chancel. St Anneís has not 
had five tenors for more than two 
decades - we are truly blessed! 
 

May I wish you all the best for the 
New Year - and happy singing.
