Dear sisters and brothers 

A t the end of the Bible is the 
rather strange book, 
Revelation. It begins with a 

message to seven Christian 
communities around what we would 
call Turkey. The writer, though, does 
not write to the Churches; he writes 
to ìThe Angel of the Church at Xî. 
Scholars have puzzled over this. Did 
he mean a sort of Bishop? A modern 
take on this is that he was writing to 
the personality or psyche of the 
Church, the sort of reflexes and habits 
that that community would have 
wherever it moved to.  
 

One of St Anneís ìangelsî, over the 
years, has been to train curates; to 
generously offer space for trial and 
error, for new experiences, for new 
initiatives. As Janet prepares to move 
to pastures new, I would like to thank 
you for investing yourselves in her 
training and maturing, for welcoming 
and becoming involved in her new 
initiatives and for supporting her and 
Dennis.  
 

It is a costly angel to bear because 
curates come and curates go. The 
quality of their ministry in the new 
parish reflects on the quality of the 
experience in the training parish. 
 

You have been enormously kind in 
your openness to 
Janet and we are 
the beneficiaries, in 
turn, of much that 
Janet has brought to 
us. Womenís group, 
IT in the Church 
Hall, house groups, 
creative furnishing 
in Church spring 
readily to mind, 
apart from the 

pastoral and liturgical work Janet has 
brought. In answer to the question in 
the back of your mind, the answer is 
June 2011 at the earliest. 
 

So, this month brings a change in a 
variety of ways. A joyful if tearful 
waving Farewell to Janet on 28th 
February. A change in spiritual tone, 
as we shift into Lent. Ash 
Wednesday is 17th February and 
there will be opportunity to worship 
both in the morning and evening. 
Hopefully, we will also celebrate a 
change in discipleship as our Giving 
in Grace programme draws to an end 
on 14th February when we will reflect 
on our common response to Godís call 
to us to be a generous parish 
financially, as I believe we are in our 
ministry towards each other. 
 

The writer of Revelation describes the 
present habits of a community, often 
in a fairly uncomplimentary way (have 
a look at Revelation 1 - 3). He does so 
because he longs for them to move 
from where they are to where God 
wants them to be. He wants their 
habits to shift so that they better 
reflect Christ. Lent is often our time 
for this, for allowing Godís Spirit to 
challenge our ways. My 
encouragement to you, then, is to 
embrace the season. Set time aside; 

whether to join a 
Lent group, or come 
to more worship or 
simply to be with 
God in silence.

B y the time this is 
printed we will be

There is another part of 
me, though, which has 
simply enjoyed joining 
the scriptural dots. When 
we read the bible there 
is always the danger of 
allowing the mind to slip 
into a sort of Hollywood 
(or better, BBC) world of 
costume drama. 2 
Corinthians 8 & 9, the 
readings we have used 
for our campaign, is 
more like holding up a 
mirror to our own hearts 
as individuals and as a 
congregation. Paul knew 
what it is like to earn 
money. He was a self-
employed tent maker. 
When he sold a tent, he 

could eat. He knew how 
easy it was, in that sort 
of hand to mouth 
existence, to pretend to 
ourselves and to others 
(and to God) that cash 
was tight. So when he 
writes about putting 
money aside for God as 
the first thing to do, 
when he writes about 
motivation, about money 
as a place of spiritual 
struggle, he was writing 
out of his own 

experience. And his 
words speak to us 
because his wrestling 
with his conscience and 
priorities are our own. 
 

Please continue to pray 
for Godís guidance as we 
hear Godís word to us. 
And as you hear the 
scriptures, ask God to 
help you grapple with 
your priorities.

Fairtrade Fortnight 22 February - 7 March  

T he theme for this 
year is ëThe Big 
Swapí. Itís all 

about encouraging 
people to swap their 
usual brands for 
Fairtrade brands but the 
big push is to campaign 
to make every one of the 
165 million cups of tea 
we drink each day in this 
country Fairtrade.  
 

Together, the UKís top 
five tea brands ñ Tetley, 
PG Tips, Yorkshire Tea, 
Twinings and Typhoo ñ 
account for 72% of the 
UK market. If just one of 
them switched to 
Fairtrade it would make 
a real difference to the 
lives of thousands of 
small scale farmers and 
workers. Over 20 million 
people in the developing 
world rely on the tea 
industry. 
 

Foster has been farming 
tea in southern Malawi 
for over 30 years on a 
plot of land an hourís 
walk from his home. He 
and his wife start work 
early each morning and 
often donít finish until 
7pm. Their three 
children help out after 
school and in the school 
holidays. ìIn the field I 
can spend the whole day 
without food, and when 
we come home often we 
are tired and itís difficult 

to collect the firewood 
[for cooking],î he says. 
ìSometimes we sleep 
with empty stomachs.î 
 

In a good month Foster 
and his wife earn around 
£18 to £22 (4,000 to 
5,000 Malawian 
Kwacha) , but his income 
plummets in the low 
season. He thinks that 
more of the profits 
should be passed on to 
farmers. ìTea farming is 
not profitable because of 
the low prices we get,î 
he explains. ìIt is not 
enough to feed my 
family... There are a lot 
of things we need that 
we canít afford.î Life is 
hard. With no choice but 
to take out a high 
interest  loan to pay for 
fertiliser, debt is another 
of Fosterís burdens. 
 

Fairtrade is the only 
system that guarantees 
producers a minimum 
price for their tea and 
pays an extra premium 
for farmers to invest in 
their communities. 

Fairtrade also gives 
people a real voice in 
how the system works. 
 

What can you do? 
★ Keep buying and 
enjoying Fairtrade tea ñ 
whether you buy it from 
the Traidcraft stall or 
from your supermarket 
or local shops. 
★ Write to the biggest 
five tea brands in the UK 
and ask them to switch 
to Fairtrade. Look out for 
the Make it Fair leaflets 
in church during Fair 
Trade Fortnight or go to 
www.makeitfair.org.uk. 
★ Ask your supermarket 
to stock more brands of 
tea carrying the 
FAIRTRADE Mark, and to 
switch their own-label 
tea to Fairtrade.
