A the streett and he

will tell you that
Christmas is the most
important date in the
Christian Year. If the
same guy bumps into a
clergy person, he will
probably mutter
something to the effect
that ithis must be your
busiest timeT. The
answer is inof to both
statements.

The Christian calendar
has two peaks, of which
Christmas is indeed one
but Easter is the other.
In fact, by the word
iEasterT we tend to
mean that sequence of
days between Good
Friday to Easter Day, or
even from Palm Sunday
through Maundy
Thursday, Good Friday,
Holy Saturday to Easter
Day. Rather than
focusing on one day,
Easter appears to
suggest a journey over a
period of days; this
ipeak’ is longer than the
spike of Christmas.

This all means that this
is a busier time than
Christmas in Church. To
grasp the full power of
the Good News of Jesus
Christ, we need to travel
that whole journey, not
just leap from Palm
Sunday to Easter Day,
missing out on what the
liturgies of Maundy

Thursday and Good
Friday tell us about the
shape and nature of
Godis love.

This is all a rather long-
winded way of saying
that we encourage you
to come to join us, not
just on Sundays, but
throughout iHoly
WeekT (28" March - 4™
April). The Church of
Englandis rule book, the
Canons of the Church of
England, instruct us that
ilt is the duty of all who
have been confirmed to
receive the Holy
Communion regularly,
and especially at the
festivals of Christmas,
Easter and Whitsun or

Pentecost.T (Canon B 15 -
Of the receiving of Holy

Communion) as well as
directing that the Holy
Communion be
celebrated on Maundy
Thursday (Canon B 14) and
requiring attendance at
worship on Good Friday
(Canon B 6). We sometimes
pretend that we can
make up our own rules
about belonging to
Church. The Canons
have a role in reminding
us that by definition, the
Church of Jesus Christ is
ordered and structured
for the good of our souls
and what it directs us to

I allows the Good News to

strike us afresh.

And if we travel this
journey, coming to the
services, what will we
find? Above all we find a
story; the story of Jesusi
coming to confront false
power, of those powers
fighting back and
seeking, through
violence, to suppress the
call to freedom and
truth; and the
mysterious story of the
power of love and
humility to outwit the
darkness.

It is so easy to think we
know this story; Jesus
riding a donkey, the Last
Supper, betrayal, trial,
cross and resurrection.
We may know the
outline. But it is when
we sit and hear the story
this year, allowing it to
comment on all that has
and is happening to us
this year, that we see
how Jesusi death and
resurrection can be and
is Good News for each of
us and for the world. For
that to be true there is
only one thing to do and
that is to join us. You are
very welcome and we
encourage you to do just
that.
